Free-of-Obstruction Requirement§T B-5)
This updated document now includes a number of sections

and photographs to illustrate obstructions and how they affect

the performance of buildings when they are subjected to ex;
treme natural forces such as storm surge. There is an ex-
panded discussion of some types of obstructions, including
the use of nonstructural fill below and around elevated build
ings. The bulletin distinguishes between obstructions below
homes and those of large, fully engineered buildings, outlin-
ing in particular the differences in slabs and the use of shea
walls.

Design and Construction Guidance for Breakaway Walls
(TB-9)
In order to provide design solutions that are consistent with

the NFIP regulations and building code requirements9TB
now includes three design methods: a prescriptive design a
proach, a simplified design approach, and a performance
based design approach. The updated bulletin includes dia-
grams and photographs to illustrate damage attributed to p
construction practices and to highlight walls that break awa
as designed.
